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1. Identify stone and its sensitivities: acid, porosity, minerals,

and scratches.
2. Minimize abrasions and scratches by adhering to the
following recommendations:

• Place entry mats at all entries
• Dust with a non-treated dust mop
• Sweep with a soft bristled broom
• Use hard surface tools only with soft hard-surface

attachments, i.e. when vacuuming.

3. Wipe up spills quickly, use coasters and trivets or hot pads.

4. Use only neutral stone cleaners meant
for natural stone and porcelains.

5. Leave surfaces free of residue: rinse
shower walls, countertops, and, whenever
possible, floors.

6. Minimize the usage of high alkaline
cleaners - these may dull stone surfaces.

We recycle all of our plastics, 
wood, cardboards and packaging. We reuse all of our crates 
and pallets for shipping.
